Scripture Reading:  Luke 24: 13- 35
Now that same day two of them were going to a village called Emmaus, about 7 miles from Jerusalem.  They were talking with each other about the thing that had happened.  As they talked and discussed these things with each other, Jesus himself come up and walked along with them; but they were keep from recognizing him.
He asked them, “What are you discussing together as you walk along.”

They stood still. Their faces downcast.  One of them, named Cleopas, asked him, “Are you only a visitor to Jerusalem and do not know the things that have happened there in these days?”
“What things?”  he asked.

“About Jesus of Nazareth,” they replied.  “He was a prophet, powerful in word and deed before God and all the people.  The chief priest and our rulers handed him over to be sentenced to death, and they crucified him; but we had hoped that he was the one who was the one who was going to redeem Israel.  And what is more, it is the third day since all this took place.  In addition, some of or women amazed us.  They went to the tomb early this morning but didn’t find his body.  They came and told us  
that they had seen a vision of angels, who said he was alive.  Then some of our companions went to the tomb and found it just as the women had said, but him they did not see.”
He said to them, “How foolish you are and how slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken!  Did not the Christ have to suffer these things and then enter his glory.”  And beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, he explained to them all the Scriptures concerning himself.
As they approached the village to which they were going, Jesus acted as if he were going farther.  But they urged him strongly, “stay with us, for it is nearly evening; the day is almost over.”  So he went in to stay with them.

When he was at the table with them he took bread, gave thanks, broke it and began to give it to them.  Then their eyes were opened and they recognized him,” and he disappeared from their sight.  They asked each other, “were not our hearts burning within us while he talked with us on the road and opened Scriptures to us?”
Let us pray that like these men, the pilgrim’s eyes will also be open to seeing Jesus through the breaking of the bread.

Sponsor Notes: Greetings to all.  Just a couple of notes and reminders as we approach the spring Walks.  Sponsoring someone on a Walk to Emmaus is one of the most exciting and awesome things we can ever do.  However, in our excitement let us not forget the awesome responsibility that sponsorship is.  In order to be an effective sponsor two of the most important things we have to consider are our commitments to prayer and time.  Pray about whether you are being called to be a sponsor and then pray about whom you are to sponsor.  Remember, Emmaus may not be the right thing right now for someone.  A prospective pilgrim needs to be an active church member who is looking for more out of their journey with Christ.  “Church-hoppers” and those (dropouts?) who have been away from church for a while, unless that absence was caused by illness or accident, are not candidates for the Emmaus experience.  Secondly, as sponsors we must be able to commit our time to participate in different events over the weekend, as well as to be a go-between for the pilgrim and his/her family.  In committing our time, we must be able to transport the pilgrim to and from the Walk venue, including a meal during the trip.  NO PILGRIM SHOULD EVER BE TRANSPORTING THEMSELVES TO/FROM A WALK!  Second, you really must attend sponsor’s hour, a brief service during which the crosses for each pilgrim are prayed over by name BY THE SPONSOR.  Then there is the commitment to return on Saturday night for the candlelight service…a service that is many times the changing point for a pilgrim’s experience.  And by the way, toss in the time required before hand to request and collect the all-important letters that each pilgrim will receive during their Walk.  If need be, find someone to be a co-sponsor with you, share tasks, perhaps making it easier to meet some of the time commitments. Lastly, if your pilgrim is a “rollover”, that is someone who had planned to attend a previous Walk and had to cancel, inform the REGISTRAR immediately/quickly, as to whether or not the pilgrim will be attending the upcoming Walk; this information affects 
room/table assignments and many other logistical parts of the weekend.
